Mica calls for end
to banker ‘cold war’

It's time for bankers to consider
the good they could do working
alongside—vs. against—credit
unions, said Dan Mica, CUNA
president/CEO during Monday
morning’s General Session. The
American Bankers Association
(ABA) spent $17.5 million
lobbying in the first half of
2005—mostly against credit
unions, he said.

Bankers also should consider
how their trade association spends
their money—for example, on
secretly photographing some credit
union CEOSs’ expensive vehicles.
Further, he remarked that after the
Sept. 11 terrorist attacks, ABA still

Koppel reveals shift in broadcasting, politics

Calling himself a Luddite—some-
one who thinks machinery threatens
civilization—Ted Koppel told
attendees of Monday’s General
Session that technological advances
have brought changes in broadcasting
and political leadership that push
both fields to deliver
what people want to
hear rather than in-
formation they need.

“The problem
with better commu-
nications,” Koppel
told his audience of
approximately 4,000,
“is the trivial tends to
take up so much of
our time.” He added
there’s a sense that
people aren'’t losing

only the leadership qualities they
might expect to find in the media and
politics, but also the values.

In broadcasting, Koppel said, the
technology, combined with awareness
that news programs can be income-
generating operations, has resulted in
_ news organizations

sometimes being driven
to be the “first with the
most obvious.”

Koppel has been in
the broadcasting field
for 45 years—42 with
ABC News and 25 as
anchor of “Nightline.”

Of current broad-
casting trends, Koppel

» George Will, The Washington Post political
columnist and Newsweek contributing
editor. Will also is a contributing analyst
for ABC News and a regular member of
ABC'’s “This Week.”

When Rep. C.L. “Butch” Otter, R-ldaho, was a 13-year-
old farm boy, his family needed a loan to expand its
farming and ranching operations.

Johnson says ‘no’ to CRA

“This agency is not about to impose CRA [Commu-
nity Reinvestment Act] on credit unions,” National
Credit Union Administration (NCUA) Board Chairman
JoAnn Johnson stressed at yesterday’s
General Session. After thunderous ap-
plause, she repeated it: “NCUA, under
my leadership, isn't about to embark
on a path that would lead you to
CRA. Credit unions don't deserve that |
kind of burden, which would inhibit,
rather than enhance, your efforts in
reaching out to Americans from all
walks of life.”

But the reality is, measuring service to members,
Johnson said, arguably is and will be one of the most
important matters facing America’s credit unions for
years to come. “In the wake of the House Ways and
Means proceedings, I'm convinced there’s desire on
Capitol Hill to see evidence of those things you're
doing to fulfill that element of your mission,” Johnson
noted. As a response to that, Johnson mentioned the
agency’s pilot initiative to collect data on service to
members from some federal credit unions.

Johnson also won't back down on the conversion
issue. “I will not sit back and allow any conversion to
occur when members aren’t given the opportunity to
be accurately and fully informed about that on which
they are voting.” =

CUNA to urge Senate on reg relief

Joe McGee, president/CEO, Legacy Community Federal
Credit Union, Birmingham, Ala., will testify Wednesday
before the Senate Banking Committee on CUNA's behalf.
He'll urge the committee to include prompt corrective
action reform and increased flexibility for member
business lending in a financial services regulatory relief
measure the panel currently is drafting.

The hearing coincides with the conclusion of CUNA's
GAC and with Capitol Hill visits by conference attendees.

The 10 a.m. hearing in Room 538 of the Dirksen Senate
Office Building is scheduled to feature two panels of
witnesses, with 16 witnesses expected to testify.

The first panel is composed of federal and state regula-
tors, including JoAnn Johnson, National Credit Union
Administration chairman; Linda Jekel, National Associa-
tion of State Credit Union Supervisors chair; the four
federal bank and thrift regulators; and the Idaho Depart-
ment of Finance’s director of finance.

The second panel will include McGee; representatives
from the National Association of Federal Credit Unions,
the American Bankers Association, and other banking
trade groups; Financial Services Roundtable; and
consumer groups, such as the Consumer Federation of
America and the U.S. Public Interest Research Group. =
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Capitol Hill forecast: Partly cloudy

Republican Mark Isakowitz and
Democrat Jeff Trammell have little
political common ground. But they
agree credit unions must maintain
proactive lobbying efforts, tell their
“white hat” sto-
ries, and forge
relationships
with legislators.

The two
Washington,
D.C., lobbyists
said Monday the
“mood on Capi-
tol Hill” had
both sunny and
cloudy over-
tones. Their forecast indicated
several factors will affect credit unions’
national political landscape:

» It’s a short year. There are only

100 days to legislate this year, and
lawmakers will spend the first quarter
finishing last year’s business. That
means Congress will address few
substantive issues in 2006.

» Congress will do something. The
record-high federal budget deficit will
dominate the legislative agenda. This
raises the specter of credit union taxa-
tion as a source of revenue. “As you're
doing with the Credit Union Regulato-
ry Improvements Act, you'll need to
go on the offensive and tell your story
to legislators,” Isakowitz noted.

» It's a year of transition. Some high-
profile committee chairmanships will
change hands, altering whom credit
unions must lobby. “Credit unions
will need to tell their story to new
people,” Isakowitz said.

» Lobbying rules will change.

Congress will address lobbying reform
in response to recent scandals. Lobby-
ists will face more stringent disclosure
requirements

and will be al-
lowed to bestow
fewer perks on
legislators. This
will work to
credit unions’
advantage.

» “Lobbying
reform means
real power will be
reaffirmed at the
grassroots level,” Trammell explained.
Few industries, particularly bankers,
have credit unions’ grassroots power.
» National security will dominate the
political scene. It's a high-profile issue
in an election year. m

ON SERVICE TO THOSE
OF MODEST MEANS

Listen. Do. Tell. That’s Danielle
English’s advice for letting Congress
know how your credit union serves
members of modest means. The House
Financial Services Committee profes-
sional staff member addressed an over-
flow crowd during Monday'’s “Investing
in your community” breakout session.

“Listen to what you hear today, then
‘do’” she advised. “Credit unions are
closer to their [members] than other

financial institutions. You're in a
unique position to reach out to the
underserved. It's part of your mission
and a way to” justify your tax exemp-
tion to Congress. Finally, “tell legisla-
tors about your efforts, and invite them
to [financial literacy] events back
home.”

The National Credit Union Founda-
tion (NCUF) organized the session to
spotlight programs reaching members
of modest means through credit unions
of all sizes:

» NorthSide Community Federal
Credit Union, Chicago, offers conve-
nient, short-term loans to low-income
members as an alternative to high-rate
payday loans. The $500 loans come
with a six-month term and financial
education. NCUF provided $50,000 in
funding for this two-year program.

» Financial Health Credit Union,
Lansing, Mich., delivers financial
education to people with disabilities.
One-quarter of the 1.7 million people
over age five with disabilities live be-
low the poverty line. NCUF awarded a
$143,000 grant to expand this

program to the Hispanic community
and other credit unions throughout
Michigan.

» U of C Federal Credit Union, Boulder,
Colo., is creating 1,000 affordable
homes with a nonprofit partner:
Thistle Community Housing, one of
230 members of the NeighborWorks
America network in underserved
communities across America. NCUF
awarded a $150,000 grant to help
the partners leverage up to $1 million
in additional funds. =

»PHISHING SCAMS
DECEIVE MEMBERS,
PLAGUE CUs

“Phishing is a high-tech scam that
uses spam to deceive consumers into
disclosing their credit card nhumbers,
bank account information, Social
Security numbers, passwords, and
other sensitive personal information,”
said Special Agent Jeff Burnside of the
electronic crimes branch of the Secret
Service, a panelist during Monday’s
breakout session on cyber crimes.

Phishers “spoof” legitimate compa-
nies’ e-mails or send official-looking

e-mails ostensibly from a system ad-
ministrator or other authority, he said.
The messages request passwords or
other sensitive information, often with
a sense of urgency—for example,
threatening to suspend the recipient’s
account.

Spamming, a key element of phish-
ing, enables senders to distribute thou-
sands of phishing e-mails at little cost.
Spammers also clutter e-mail systems
with commercial advertising, Burnside
says. Spamming poses unique chal-
lenges for law enforcement, including
multiple jurisdictions, difficulties locat-
ing suspects, and storage of evidence.

Credit unions can fight phishing
through member education, staff train-
ing, and incident response plans. Na-
tional Credit Union Administration’s
(NCUA) Letter to Credit Unions No.
05-CU-20 discusses these strategies,
said Roger Blake, NCUA's senior infor-
mation systems officer. Placing a notice
on your Web site, notifying members
directly, and monitoring accounts are
some steps to take.

Consumer and business education is
part of the Federal Trade Commission’s
(FTC) strategy for fighting cyber crime,
said Sana Coleman Chriss, staff attor-

ney for the FTC'’s bureau of consumer
protection, division of marketing prac-
tices. It just launched OnGuard Online
(onguardonline.gov), a Web site of prac-
tical tips from government and the
technology industry to help consumers
and businesses guard against Internet
fraud.

Dorothy Steffens, CUNA's vice presi-
dent of Web services, said CUNA offers
many resources to help credit unions
educate members about phishing and
online identity theft (cuna.org, select
“identity theft”). m

What can credit unions expect
National Credit Union Administration
(NCUA) examiners to focus on this
year? According to presenters during
Monday’s “NCUA examination issues”
session, expect examiners to focus on:
» Call report changes. The agency’s
5300 Short Form will be eliminated,
as will Schedules C, E, and F.

» Bank Secrecy Act (BSA) risk assess-
ments. Credit unions need to have
written risk assessments, adequate
monitoring of suspicious activity, inde-
pendent testing and auditing of BSA
programs, and regular BSA compliance
training.

» Disaster recovery planning. Ensure

proper storage of back-up data, plan
for staff and member coordination in
an emergency, and develop a strategic
communications strategy. “Be prepared
before a disaster occurs,” advised
Elizabeth Habring, program officer,
NCUA Office of Examination and
Insurance. “Testing your disaster
recovery plan is very important.”

» Indirect lending. Become familiar
with Proposed Rule No. 701.21.

» Alternative mortgage products.
Examiners will scrutinize interest-only
mortgages and flexible payment option
adjustable-rate mortgages for proper
loan underwriting standards and con-
sumer protections.

» Data collection. NCUA has initiated
the process of collecting data in
response to congressional requests to
measure service to members of mod-

est means. “We're trying to eliminate
the big cloud over everyone’s head,”
said David Marquis, director, NCUA
Office of Examination and Insurance. =

CREDIT FREEZE
PROS AND CONS

Data breaches have exposed millions
of consumers to potential identity theft.
As a result, several state legislatures
are working on a solution to mitigate
the damage. State legislators intro-
duced more than 400 related bills in
2005, said Colleen Kelly, CUNA's vice
president of state government affairs,
who moderated a debate Monday on

the merits of credit freeze legislation.

Opinions vary on the best remedy.
One camp favors attaching security
alerts to credit reports, Kelly said.
Consumers who place such alerts
would receive a notice from the credit
bureau if someone tried to access their
credit. The other camp advocates
allowing potential ID theft victims to
voluntarily “freeze” their credit reports.
A freeze would mean no credit could
be obtained in that person’s hame
without the consumer deactivating the
freeze. Others counter that this is an
extreme measure that would needlessly
slow down lending.

Mary Ann Clancy, senior vice
president and general counsel for the
Massachusetts, New Hampshire, and
Rhode Island credit union leagues, and
chair of CUNA Governmental Affairs
Committee’s (GAC) State Credit Union
Subcommittee, provided background
on security breaches. She explained
CUNA doesn’t have a position on credit
freeze but recognizes it as an important

issue in the ID theft debate.

George Fitzgerald, Delaware Credit
Union League lobbyist, argued in favor
of credit freezes. Eric Ellman, vice
president and counsel for state govern-
ment and federal regulatory affairs for
the Consumer Data Industry Associa-
tion, presented the opposing view on
behalf of the credit reporting industry. m
